students, without assistance. Videos 
may have filming assistance and no 
editing assistance.

6.	 Only hand drawn entries for posters will 
be accepted (no computer-generated 
images). Videos must be done by a 
student and not professional.

7.	 A panel of judges will select the 
winning posters based on originality, 
clarity of message, design and age-
appropriate skill. The decision of the 
judges is final.
