With training and practice and by working as a team, you will be able to do
the greatest good for the greatest number of people after a disaster, while protecting yourself from
becoming a victim. The job of trained CERTSs is not to add to the burden of professional emergency
services, but to manage existing resources until professional assistance becomes available.
