For oven fires:
e Turn off the heat and keep the door closed.
e Get everyone out of the home and call 9-1-1 from outside.

For small grease fires:

Never throw water on a grease fire!
e Slide the lid over the pan to smother the fire and turn off the burner.

e Leave the lid on and let the pan cool so the fire does not start again.
e |If the fire does not go out, or you don’t feel comfortable sliding a lid over the pan, get everyone out of the home
and call 9-1-1 from outside.

For any other type of fire:

Just get out! And when you leave, close the door behind you to help contain the fire.
e Over half the people hurt in home cooking fires were injured while trying to put out the fire.
